MINUTES:

Wallops Employee Safety Committee (EmSC) Report – Roger Mason
· Jane Penn received help from the committee in regards to the preparation of evacuation plans for building D-1
· Selling Safety Sub-committee reported that they were working to improve safety awareness

· The location of the new crosswalks were discussed (in front of E-2 Cafeteria and between F-10 and F-7)

· The committee is currently in the process of reviewing the Wallops Safety Manual

· The Committee discussed reviewing and revising their Charter.

· The Committee will try to put frequent Safety related articles in “Inside Wallops”

Executive Safety Council report presented by Jim Deaton
· Les McGonagal presented the Council with proposed Safety Goals and Objectives and requested feedback
· Tom Moskios updated the Council regard the evaluation of remote sites for Safety and Health issues.  The Ground Safety group will work closely with Dr. Spinak to address Emergency Services availability at remote sites.

· Ergonomic issues were discussed.  The discussion addressed what has been done in the past regarding ergonomic concerns and training of personnel.  Tracking to insure corrective actions have been implemented was identified as an area needing improvement.

· The new IRIS Mishap Reporting and Close Call system was discussed along with who is responsible for maintaining the system
· In regards to the question raised at the last ExSC meeting do we have a Personnal Protective Equipment problem  The EmSC identified lack of funding as one key element missing in the program for civil servants.  Currently most codes do not include PPE in their budgets.  Jim Deaton reported from the WCSC and stated that all contractors reported having JHA’s and contractors buy PPE for their employees.  A weakness in the program is the lack of consistent use by personnel.  Dr. Campbell requested some baseline information be collected such as work area walk through surveys to verify PPE use in the work places.

· Each contractor will conduct a work place PPE evaluation to see if PPE is being used.  Each contractor will document the number of observations made and the number of compliance/noncompliance identified.  The data collected will be sent to Bill Hargrove so he can tally the findings a report at the next Executive Safety Council meeting.
· Dr. Campbell raise the issue do contractor employees feel inhibited in reporting Safety issues or mission performance issue?

Discussion

· The WCSC discussed the Safety/mission critical reporting issues.  The general consensus was that there is not a problem with reporting issues but to make response objective would require collecting data from employees.  One way to address the issue would be to develop a questionnaire and get anonymous feedback from contractor employees.  Each council representative will come up with 5 questions for a questionnaire where the will be shared and  discussed at the next meeting.
· Incident report- 1 civil servant and 4 contractor employees were injured the month of May.  All were classified as first aid only and returned to work.
· Upcoming Safety training through NSTC was announced.  Scaffold Safety (5/24 am), Electrical Safety (5/25 morning, and 5/26 morning), LOTO (5/25 afternoon, 5/26 afternoon), and Fall Protection (5/27 morning)
