MINUTES:

Wallops Employee Safety Committee (EmSC) Report  
· Possible locations for AED’s were discussed such as the Gym
· A presentation on Evacuation plans was given

· The PEP survey is coming up sometime in the Oct./Nov. time frame

· Problems in the F-7 Machine Shop were discussed

· The new charter for the committee was presented and discussed

· PPE was discussed and the possible need to improve the program at WFF

Executive Safety Council report presented by Bill Hargrove
· The Contractors Safety Council (WCSC) presented their findings regarding the PPE compliance evaluation performed – Seven contractors responded and 112 observations were made.  Of the 112 observations 110 individuals were observed wearing appropriate PPE for their job, 1.8% were noncompliant. 
· The ExSC determined that it is the responsibility of building FOM to develop Evacuation plans for buildings
· Les McGonigal presented information stating that the low PPE score on the Star Consultants Safety assessment was due in part to the fact that the facility has not had an Industrial Hygiene Baseline Survey.
· Mission issues and the reporting of problems was discussed-WCSC stated that they were putting together a short questionnaire to send out for employee feedback

Discussion

· In regards to preparing the questionnaire for distribution to employees- Bill Hargrove stated that only two contract organizations had responded by providing potential survey questions.  Each council representative should try and come up with 5 questions for the questionnaire and try to get them to Bill Hargrove as soon as possible.
· Tim Evans the instructor for NSTC’s Lockout/Tag Out training suggested that WFF standardize locks and tags used on the facility.  This issue was discussed at length.  It was agreed that standardizing the locks and tags was a good idea however, it will cost money.  The issue will be discussed with 803 Safety Office and possibly presented at the ExSC.
· Upcoming Safety training through NSTC was announced.  High Pressure System Safety (6/22 – 6/23) and Flex Hose Safety 6/24).  The 803 Safety Office will trying to have a Confined Space Training course the end of June or July.
· The monthly incident report for May was discussed.  The May report listed four contractor employee injuries one was listed as a reportable incident, none of the incidents resulted in lost time.  No civil servant injuries were reported for the month.
