MINUTES:

Wallops Employee Safety Committee (EmSC) Report  
· The PEP Survey was discussed and the need to address ambiguous questions, PEP Survey at WFF is tentatively scheduled for November 04.
· The final EmSC charter was discussed.

· The appointment of a new chairman for the EmSC was discussed

Wallops Executive Safety Council (ExSC) did not meet in September.
Discussion

Bill Hargrove reported the results of the “Safety Concerns Survey” submitted by civil service personnel and presented the findings at the meeting.  Approx. 1/2 of all civil servants responded.  A brief summary is as follows:

· 14% - Did not know how to report a safety concern.
· 13% - Did not know where to report safety concerns.

· 10% - Did not know to whom to report safety concerns.
· 25% - Did not know they could report anonymously.

· 51% - Did not know how to report to report anonymously.

· 12% - Stated they would be reluctant to report a safety concern.

· 10% - Stated they feared repercussions for report a safety concern.

· 49% - Stated they have never reported a safety concern.

· 33% - Stated they are not familiar with the NASA Safety Reporting System (NSRS).

· 88% - Stated they have never used the NSRS.

In summary, it is evident that employee education is necessary for the system to function properly.
LO/TO – The standardization of LOTO tags was discussed at length.  There were several objections to adopting the JSC tags.  Consensus on this matter was not reached.  It will be reported to the ExSC that we do not have consensus on the standardization of LOTO tags.
Shipping Containers – At the request of Code 803 Safety, we asked all of the contractors to look at their shipping containers to se if there were any hazards associated with the lids, to report what they found, and to report any corrective actions they implemented.  This was in response to the accident at Kwaj.  NENS contractor reported that they had four containers and that they were shortening the chains on the lid to fix the problem.
Charter – Bill Hargrove reported that he was proposing that the Contractors Safety Council Charter be updated and he volunteered to take the first cut at the revision.  He will send the proposed revision to the members when it is ready.
Upcoming Safety Training:

As of yet the NASA Training Center has not issued the FY -05 training schedule.  Once it is posted it will be placed on the 803 Safety Office Website.
