MINUTES:

It was announced to the Contractor Safety Council that Star Consultants were on site this week and will be looking at the overall Safety Programs at WFF.

Executive Safety Council report was given by Bill Hargrove

· WICC has prepared a snow removal plan that addresses individual buildings and areas (How and where snow will be removed)

· The ExSC discussed the steam system safety alert generated by White Sands following a steam line failure.  Steam lines at WFF have been evaluated and determined not to be the same type of system, There is a 40 – 1 safety factor on our pipes, they are periodically inspected and the steam in the system is treated, in addition our system is constantly pressurized.

· Four outstanding safety work orders are still being worked and are awaiting parts.

· AED’s (automated emergency defibrillators) were recommended by Dr. Spinak to be put on the P-3 aircraft.  Dr. Campbell concurred and Dr. Spinak is writing a policy regarding AED placement and use.

· WICC has added the inspection of exterior stairs and ladders to their inspection list.

· F-8 personnel are to be moved (ManTech) out of the building by the end of FY-04.

· Forklift inspections were discussed

Employee Safety Committee report was given by Roger Mason

· The Kevin Bailey Story (Mishap) video was viewed by the group

· A LO/TO presentation was made

· VPP elements and implementation was discussed

· Steam System incident in White Sands was presented and discussed

· The committee discussed having alternates attend the meetings periodically

Discussion

· Dr. Spinak is still working on assessing emergency services at remote sites

· The Kevin Bailey Story was discussed and will probably be viewed at the next Contractor Safety Council meeting

· The roadway markings between F-16 and F-10 were noted as being in need of re-painting.  Marv Bunting will call the WICC help desk regarding this issue.  As so mentioned was the possibility of adding a crosswalk between F-7 and F-10 for pedestrians. 

· Election of officers were held Bill Hargrove was re-elected as chairman and Jim Deaton was elected Vice-Chairman

· Curtis Oakley mentioned that everyone should notify employees that no weapons and ammunition is allowed on base.  Some people have been turned away due to the presents of hunting rifles in vehicles.

· Security guard exposure was brought up as a concern.  WFF is enforcing the policy that guards have to be outside the guard station even when vehicles are not approaching.  With the sever cold weather we have had this is a cold weather exposure concern.

· Marv Bunting shared the Incident report with the council members and the upcoming safety training.  Basic System Safety is scheduled for 3/15 – 3/19 (1/2 day classes), Basic First Aid –2 (4 hour) classes held on 3/02 and CPR training 3 (4 hour) classes held on 3/3 and 3/4.
