MINUTES:

Bill Hargrove opened the meeting with a presentation of an incident involving a Liquid Oxygen Cylinder.  The incident occurred on a busy interstate highway. Two individuals found a liquid oxygen cylinder at a scrap yard.  The pressure relief device was removed and plugged with threaded fitting.  The cylinder was filled with LOX and transported in the back of a pickup truck.  When the truck broke down on the highway the sun heated the cylinder causing the LOX to expand.  The cylinder turned into a projectile the truck was destroyed the cylinder was launched approximately ¼ mile and came down through the roof of an apartment causing excessive damage.  Lessons learned: cylinders need to be rendered useless before scraping, never remove a pressure relief device and replace with an inappropriate device, cylinders should be always be transported according to DOT regulations.

Mike Singer of DynCorp gave the safety council a detailed description of the recent P-3 incident that took place off the coast of Antarctica.  He was the Pilot in Charge for that flight and had detailed knowledge of the incident.  He related the incident to the council in great detail.

Executive Safety Council Briefing: 

FOM issues were discussed: A change that will be make to the program is two alternate FOM’s will be required per building to assist the head building FOM.  Both alternates will be residents in the building.

· The hurricane readiness plan was discussed.  The council was very pleased with the effectiveness of the plan and only a few small issues occurred and will be addressed in future planning.

· The P-3 aircraft incident was also discussed.  

· a Baseline Safety Survey at remote sites was discussed at the Executive Safety Council meeting.  The Safety Office will send a representative to Kwajalein to perform an Occupational Safety Assessment.

Action Items:  The following action item is still outstanding. 

Dr. Spinak stated that he is waiting for input from remote site users prior to evaluating emergency medical service needs at remote sites. NSROC, CSOC and Cube will provide Dr. Spinak with background information regarding remote sites.

Incident Report:  Four contractor and no civil servant employee injuries were reported for the month of September.  No lost time injuries were report for the month.  One contractor injury was added to the August incident report.  One Mishap/Close Call was reported in September.  The close call involved the access to the storm water outfall 003 (north of the runways).  Vegetation had grown up around the stairway, the bottom landing is unstable and the stream is not draining properly causing a pond at the bottom of the stairs.
