MINUTES:

Roger Mason provided a brief on the activities of the Civil Service Employees Safety Committee.

There was no Executive Safety Council briefing because the ESC had not met since our last meeting.

Earl Fredrick reported on the bird netting in BLDG N-159.  He stated that it seemed to be working but the birds were still roosting on the exposed lights.  He said that nesting season will tell whether the netting is effective.

Jim Deaton inquired about the status of forklift testing in accordance with NASA-STD-8719.9.  Bill Hargrove informed the group that the GSFC Lifting Device Manager was preparing a GPG to delineate the GSFC implementation of 8719.9 and that it was his intention for the Recert Group to do the tests and inspections, but leave the training up to the individual owner/user groups.  The Recert Group would audit the owner/user group training for compliance with 8719.9.  This is all subject to funding by NASA.

Bill Hargrove discussed a GIDEP on the testing of tube trailers.  Some trailers may not be able to be refilled until they are retested.

Mike Vandeveer presented a proposed New Hire Employee Safety Orientation.  It was very well received by the group and several in the meeting spoke in favor of it.

Bill Hargrove presented a handout on the misuse of a manlift and forklift.  In the picture, a forklift was being used to lift a scissors lift to gain access to a roof.  Also in the picture was a man leaning over the edge of a roof with no visible fall protection.

Remote site medical and safety requirements were discussed.  Dr. Spinak received a listing of remote sites visited by the various groups and is working on putting together the minimum requirements for medical services at each location and a fall back plan if the minimum services are not available on site.  Bill Hargrove reported that NASA had sent a representative to Kwajalien and that he was to look at industrial safety during his visit.  The group requested that we receive feedback on the results of that trip and directed the Chairman to make this request of the Executive Safety Council.

It was announced that there would be no more NSTC training until March.

The monthly incident report was reviewed and several item on that report were discussed.
