Greg Smith with the NASA Ground Safety team gave a presentation on the upcoming Kwajelein sounding rocket campaign – Equis II.  The following topics were discussed.

Working environment concerns: Heat Stress and limited workspace.

Dr. Spinak and other stated that they could lend assistance in addressing Heat Stress issues.

Greg stated that the facilities are in very good conditions

The following services are available

Weather office, Hospital on Kwagalein and a health clinic on Roi-Namur, helicopter emergency transport to hospital, Fire, Police and Explosive Ordinance Disposal team.

Items discussed at their meeting included a briefing on the HELP desk process from initial call in to closure of issue. Hurricane Isabel in retrospect

Steam pipe rupture, 24 in. pipe at White Sands, as a result steam pipes at WFF will be evaluated.

Greg Smith gave his presentation on Kwajelein

Snow Plan discussed- Equipment in place, sand and salt placed at buildings

Mishap Report – two incidents were discussed worker getting bleach in eyes and forklift incident.

The incident in F10 where a worker broke through the stair riser was discussed- Facilities Maintenance will evaluate all external or previously external stairs to assess integrity.

Confined Space Program implementation status- One training class was provided another class will be scheduled in Dec or Jan.

November mishap report was handed out – 8 contractor injuries were reported all were first aid only (no lost time reported)

Update- Dr. Spinak is still working on Emergency Medical Services evaluation for remote sites.  He has been making contacts at various sites.  ATD’s were discussed as a possible medical item on aircraft.

Bill Hargrove stated that he is still looking for any nominations for Council Offices.
