MINUTES:

OSHA Safety Tip of the Month: Bill Hargrove handed out a copy of OSHA’s Tips To Protect Workers In Cold Environments.  An electronic copy is available at the OSHA website-  http://www.osha.gov/
Executive Safety Council Briefing: Terry Potterton provided the Contractor Safety Council with a summary of the Executive Safety Council meeting held 2/5/03.  Issues discussed included:

· Revitalization of the FOM program is underway.  The first FOM training was given in January 2003.  The Safety Office provided input with a focus on general FOM safety responsibilities and Emergency Egress procedures.  Additional FOM training is planned and will likely be conducted quarterly.

· PEP results were discussed at the meeting.  (Contractor PEP debriefings currently scheduled include: ManTech on 2/18 and NSROC on 2/20.

· The cumulative mishap data from 2002 was discussed

· Government Employee’s had 1 lost time case and 12 injuries were reported in 2002

· Contract Employee’s had 5 lost time cases and 20 injuries were reported in 2002.

· Peter Turlington provided a presentation on snow and ice removal at N-159 and around the facility.

· The Safety Office (803) was asked to provide safety awareness information for inclusion into the “Inside Wallops” newsletter.

· The Executive Safety Council put forth the idea of having the Contractor Safety Council and the Employee Safety Committee meet jointly to share ideas and information that would impact both groups.  [The members of the Contractor’s Safety Council were in favor of pursuing the feasibility of the joint meeting.  Bill Hargrove will schedule a meeting with Stan Williams (Chairman of the Employee Safety Committee) to discuss the issue further]

Lightning Notification:  Terry Potterton commented that the Lightning Notification System at WFF is not adequately notifying everyone who needs to be aware of lightning in the area. Terry asked the Contractor Safety Council to provide him with any suggestions on how to improve the system.

Liquid Nitrogen Dewar Incident: Terry Potterton informed the Safety Committee of the LN2 dewar incident that occurred at Greenbelt.  The dewar was located near a roll-up door.  When the door was activated the dewar was knocked over spilling liquid nitrogen out of the container.  A worker in the area rushed to scene and righted the container.  The worker suffered frostbite from the incident.  Lessons learned from the incident included, not storing dewars near roll-up doors or other moving equipment and using thermal protective gloves whenever handling LN2.

ESD issues at F-7: Terry Potterton commented that Code 820 Balloon program is working a project in F-7 that is sensitive to electrostatic discharge and anyone needing to access the building should use caution and not come to close to any equipment in the area.  Anyone in the work area should stay at least 1 meter away from any equipment and outside any barriers that may be erected.  Curtis Oakley said he would inform security, maintenance and custodial personnel of the ESD issues in F-7.

OSHA Quick Takes:  provided by Marvin Bunting 

· OSHA is reviving the Ergonomics issue and has set up an advisory committee to look at the issue.  OSHAs goal is to provide a practical solution to musculoskeletal disorders and reduce ergonomically related injuries.

· The Construction Advisory Committee is meeting this month to discuss, highway work zone safety, power transmission and distribution, hearing conservation, silica, and assigning protection factors for respirators.

Salt containers: A general discussion arose regarding the availability of having salt containers located around various buildings.  Merle Allshouse recommended individuals contact the WICC HELP desk and request salt if deemed necessary.

Snow Removal: Snow removal and associated mishaps were discussed.  Terry Potterton recommended WICC take a look at lessons learned during the 2002-2003 snow removal effort and prepare a brief presentation of findings at the next Contractor Safety Council and Executive Safety Council meetings.  Curtis Oakley will look into coordinating this effort with Donny Shumaker, Peter Turlington, and Jay Huston.

Aerial Lift Platform Video and Training:  Curtis Oakley stated that Cube would be getting a video on Aerial Lift Platforms and will giving a training class on AL platform use and safety.  Curtis said he would make the video and training course available to others.  Curtis will notify the council members when the video and training course is available.
WICC Emergency Egress:  Curtis Oakley – WICC is working on developing emergency egress procedures for it’s personnel.  This process will be coordinated with building FOMs. 

NSROC Emergency Egress:  Ken Digiulian- NSROC is working on emergency egress plans and is looking for information regarding Fire Warden duties and responsibilities.  Marvin Bunting will assist by providing Fire Warden information to NSROC.

​C-130 Aircraft:  Mike Singer- The C-130 aircraft is being repaired for future use.  Maintenance activities are being performed in N-159 Hanger.  On 2/14/03 (morning) a crew will be coming in to x-ray the aircraft wings.  Rich Rogers has coordinated this activity with the Greenbelt Radiation Safety Officer.  Curtis Oakley stated that he would notify security and custodial staff of this activity.
