MINUTES:

It was announced to the Contractor Safety Council that Star Consultants were on site this week and will be looking at the overall Safety Programs at WFF.

Executive Safety Council report was given by Bill Hargrove

· Crosswalks near Cafeteria and between F-7 and F-10
· Lane dividers will be added in the F-10 parking lot

· The Star consultants report (Evaluation of WFF safety program based in VPP elements) was discussed at the meeting.

· Strengths noted were - management commitment, and emergency preparedness

· Weaknesses highlighted – Tracking and treading, and Industrial hygiene baseline study and support services.

· Automated Emergency Defibrillators (AED) will be added to P-3 aircraft noted was the need to be FAA compliant. KingAir will not get an AED since they fly closer to medical facilities

· Dr. Spinak is drafting an AED policy for WFF. Policy will cover training and use.

· A policy is also being drafted to cover operations in tropical environments.

· ManTech is scheduled to move out of building F-8 by the end of FY04.  Current plans are to move to B-31.

· Ergonomic issues regarding chairs and workstations were discussed

· WICC is planning to update their tracking of Safety concerns turned into the HELP desk to more accurately reflect closure of issues.

· Emergency medical services at Poker Flats are to be evaluated.

Discussion

· The C-130 located in the N-159 hanger is leaking fuel on the floor and poses and slipping hazard - Mike Singer/DynCorp/CSC said he would look into in and see that the problem is resolved.

· The January Incident Report for WFF was discussed.  In January there were two contractor personnel injuries and no civil servant injuries.  The two injuries did not result in lost time.

· The council was reminded of the upcoming NSTC training courses – First Aid Training and CPR Training to be held 3/30 and 3/31-4/1 respectively.  The courses are 3-4 hours in length and will be held morning and afternoon on 3/30 and 3/31.  The CPR class on 4/1 will only be held in the morning.
