MINUTES:

It was announced to the Contractor Safety Council that Star Consultants were on site this week and will be looking at the overall Safety Programs at WFF.

Executive Safety Council report was given by Bill Hargrove

· Dr. Hargrove opened the meeting with a report about the Star Consultants debriefing to the Executive Safety Committee concerning the VPP Audit conducted by Star Consultants during the month of Jan’04. The positive and negative points of the findings according to Star Consultants were discussed at length. Several of the members expressed concerns that they were not informed about the audit beforehand and they wish to be informed as to the intentions of NASA here at Wallops as far as VPP is concerned. Mike Vandeveer informed the council members that the intent was to take advantage of Star Consultants VPP expertise and to use some of the tools of the VPP program to improve the Occupational Safety and Health Systems here at Wallops. Members of the Council requested that the results of the Audit be attached to the Contractor Safety Council Minutes.
· Dr. Spinak requested comments concerning draft policies that he had provided council members for AED Policy and Tropical Weather Work Policy. 

Discussion

· Ray Gillett, DynCorp/CSC, mentioned that the AED’s were about to be installed on the NASA aircraft and that AED training should be conducted for the aircrews. 

· Dr. Spinak stated that he was not a “certified trainer” for the AED. There was some discussion that Wayne Redman and Jim Russel may be certified trainers and that Ray should get in touch with them for assistance. Dr. Spinak ask if oxygen were available on board the P-3 aircraft? Ray stated that O2 was onboard the P-3 in the form of a small portable tank and that the King Air had built-in overhead O2 mask that were either automatic upon decompression of the cabin, or manually controlled by the pilot.

· Dr. Spinak described his plans to place remote site medical capabilities on a web page that would be assessable by NASA Team members that were deploying to remote sites, in the interim, team members could contact Dr. Spinak for a up brief of remote site medical capabilities. 

· Dr. Spinak informed the members that he is now a certified Medical Review Officer for the “Drug Free Workplace” program. This does not mean that WFF is certified to conduct drug testing on site. WFF still does not have a Certified Test Officer on site. Certified Test Officers are sent to Wallops from Greenbelt as requested/ required. If any one is interested in becoming a “Certified Test Officer” for WFF, please contact Dr. Spinak.

· Jim Yungel mentioned that building 159 (hanger) had improved bird control since the netting had been installed and that it was his hope that the bird problem had been addressed.

· Dean Carrol mentioned that he had seen a program about severe injuries that individuals had experienced as a result of improper adjustment and wear of fall arresting suspension harness. Dr. Hargrove stressed the value of proper wear of all PPE and also stated that he was aware of such injuries as the result of improper “fit” and wear of fall protection harness.

· Mike Vandeveer again stressed that NASA at WFF was “testing the waters” about VPP and the primary interest was with the use of the VPP Policy and Procedures manual as a system improvement tool.

· Curtis Oakley stated that he had attended a VIT Contractor Safety Council with Greenbelt. Greenbelt is searching for individuals to make safety presentations, anyone interested in providing a presentation should contact Mr. Oakley.

· Dr. Hargrove stated that by directive, he will no longer offer crane operators recert on a monthly basis, the training will now be offered on a quarterly basis. Jim Deaton ask if Dr. Hargrove will be certifying forklifts and manlifts at WFF in the future.  Dr. Hargrove stated that the program is under development at this time stand by for further developments in the near future.

· The Incident Report for February was handed out and discussed.  Four injuries were reported: Three contractor employees and one civil servant employee.  All four injuries were classified as first aid only.  One incident occurred on January 29 and was not reported until Feb. 1.  This incident resulted in a lost time injury.  The January incident now reflects the current data.

· NSTC Safety training was announced.  First Aid and CPR is being offered 3/30 – 4/1.  Training that will become available in May will include: scaffolding Safety, Lockout/Tagout, Fall Protection Seminar, Electrical Safety, and Material Handling, Storage, Use & Disposal.
