MINUTES:

(Dean Carroll WCSC Vice-Chairman led the meeting)

NASA Employee Safety Committee Report:  No Employee Safety Committee representative was present to give a report.

Executive Safety Council Briefing: presented by Dean Carroll

· Stan Williams is still working on a process to notify government and contractor employees to informing them when safety glasses and safety shoe vendors are on site.  
· A NASA Headquarters sponsored Environmental Health Audit at WFF scheduled for June 9-11.  The Audit has been tentatively rescheduled for the week of September 8, 2003.
· The Safety Office was given the task of creating an Emergency Response Handbook for WFF.  Example topics include: Severe Weather, Bomb Threats, Terrorist Attacks, and Hostage Situations.

· Stan Williams was assigned to investigate the repeated hand injuries that have occurred at the Cafeteria over the last several months.

· Terry Potterton presented a revised lightning notification system.  During working hours (0800 – 1630 hrs) the weather office will notify the WICC Emergency Console who will in turn send out notifications to individual organizations.  In the off hours Wakefield Aviation Station will notify the WICC Emergency Console.  [Jim Deaton raised the question as to who would do notification during working hours if the weather office personnel were not in?  The question was raised based on a previous experience.]

Incident Report: Five contractor and zero civil servant employee injuries were report for the month of April non-resulting in lost time injuries.  Two mishaps were recorded in the month of April.  

One incident involved hot work on the mast of building V-10.  A new “Velvet Shield” welding blanket was use to shield equipment in the area.  The blanket caught fire and two fire extinguishers were spent without putting out the fire.  Two buckets of water were used to put out the blanket.  A GIDEP alert regarding the welding blanket was submitted.  [A question arose as to how the alert system can be accessed or information distributed. The second incident involve a Navy helicopter that landed approx. 150 ft. from WFF Fire Dept. private vehicles.  Due to the extent of the damage the incident may get elevated to a Class C Accident.

Old Business:

The following issue is still being worked:

Remote Sites:  Occupational Safety at remote sites was discussed.  Typically safety at remote sites focuses on Range and Flight Safety and does not address occupational safety.  NSROC and CSOC will perform an occupational assessment of ‘03’ campaign in Poker through program debrief and employee interviews.  They should try and define the scope of the problem and try to identify responsible parties to perform corrective actions.

New Business:
