MINUTES:

WFF Hurricane Response Plan:  Terry Potterton began the meeting with a Power Point Presentation on WFF’s Hurricane Response Plan.

· The Plan is posted at: http://www.wff.nasa.gov/~code803/pages/Hurricane%20Plan02-5.doc
· Historically Hurricanes striking WFF have been less than category 3 storms.

· WFF has a mutual agreement with the Town of Chicoteague to provide emergency shelter for 1000 residence 

· Terry Potterton is the Emergency Coordinator

· In the event of a potential Hurricane strike an upper level management team will assemble to direct and coordinate response actions.  The team will be lead by the Director of Code 800.

· The presentation also addressed the timeline for action items.

Remote Sites Emergency Response Capabilities:

The availability of emergency services was discussed.  Poker Flats is a site that is most frequently utilized remote site.  The range at Poker has no personnel with EMT or first aid training and the nearest medical facility is 30 miles away.  Air transport is available.  For campaigns at remote sites the NASA Project Manager has been assigned the responsibility of addressing health issues.  Difficult may still arise for small crews such as survey teams or inspectors.

Dr. Spinak will look into the minimal requirements for remote sites.  

NSROC, CSOC and Cube will provide Dr. Spinak with any background information available regarding remote sites.

Marvin Bunting will provide Dr. Spinak with the OSHA website for medical requirements.

NASA PPE Coordination Effort: Presented by Stan Williams
· Prescription Safety Glasses- Government personnel will work with Dr. Spinak to acquire a prescription and will work through GB Code 205 for authorization and to set up reimbursement.  Government personnel can then obtain glass through Accurate Optical in Salisbury.

· Safety Shoes- An arrangement has been made with Lehigh to bring a shoe van once per month to the facility.  Lehigh will notify the facility via email when they will be coming.  Stan will provide Lehigh with the Contractor Safety Council’s email list for timely notification.  The shoe van is tentative schedule to set up outside the front gate in the area of the Marine Science Consortium parking lot.

NASA Employee Safety Committee Report:  Presented by Stan Williams

· Discussed prescription Safety Glasses and Safety Shoe process

· Dean Carroll represented the Contractor Safety Council and discussed the current developments with the WFF Confined Space Program

· Discussed PEP Survey corrective actions

· Bob Tittle reported on Code 972 weaknesses from PEP Survey and corrective actions to be implemented

· Close Call/Mishap reporting was discussed

· The GIDEP announcement regarding defective chairs was discussed

· The committee has established a subcommittee to address the Code 500 PEP Survey discrepancies.

· Janie Penn is performing safety training for Code 830 aircraft group

· Code 200 was provided training on the Close Call system

· Hurricane Emergency Response Plan training was provided

Executive Safety Council Briefing: presented by Bill Hargrove

· Remote sites emergency medical response was discussed
· Stan Williams gave the Council a status report on Safety Shoes and Prescription Safety Glasses process
· The Council discussed the issue of employees locking their doors when they are in the office.  Apparently Warren Williams door was locked when he had his heart attach and it took ~10mins to get access to the room.  The Council decided on the easiest and most logical solution – “If you are in your office keep the door unlocked.”

· The numerous emergency responses to false alarms were discussed.  Code 228 emergency alarm specialists will look into correcting the problem.

Action Items from May: 

All action items from May were completed with the following exception.

NSROC and CSOC will perform an occupational assessment of ‘03’ campaign in Poker through program debrief and employee interviews.  They should try and define the scope of the problem and try to identify responsible parties to perform corrective actions.

Don’t Do This: Bill Hargrove

Bill presented several photographs of unique ways (and incorrect ways) workers have performed aerial work.

Incident Report: Five contractor and zero civil servant employee injuries were report for the month of April non-resulting in lost time injuries.  No mishaps were recorded in the month of May.  

NSTC Safety Training Available in July:

· Battery Safety – July 14-15
· Electrical Safety Standards – July 16-17
· Explosive Handlers – July 21
The MORT-Based Mishap Investigation Refresher Class scheduled for June 23-24 was cancelled due to lack of participation.
New Business:

It was brought to the attention of the committee that a supervisor was discouraging his workers from reporting injuries.  All contractors should ensure that their supervisors are aware that such actions are unacceptable. 

Dr. Spinak mentioned that the Health Unit could provide physical exams for workers.  Contact the Health Unit to work out details and financial compensation.

Bird droppings in N-159 are a problem again this year.  Dave Quillen stated that netting (to keep the birds from roosting) was to be installed in the hanger the first of June but was delayed due to a project in the area.

CSOC and Cube are working together to get the asbestos breaks removed from certain antennas on the facility.
