MINUTES:

NASA Employee Safety Committee Report:  Presented by Roger Mason

· Discussed prescription Safety Glasses and Safety Shoe process

· The committee is working on PEP Survey corrective actions for various codes

· The Committee submitted a Close Call/Mishap reporting process article which was published in the Inside Wallops newsletter

Executive Safety Council Briefing: presented by Bill Hargrove

· Ms Judy Brunner GB Directorate Office will be attended the July Executive Safety Council meeting
· An update regarding emergency medical response at remote sites was discussed.  This issue will remain on their agenda until an adequate resolution is identified and implemented.  Dr. Spinak, Base Physician will evaluation need.
· As a response to Warren William’s death, Wayne Redmond (Lead FOM) is checking with all FOM’s to ensure that they have keys to all rooms and areas under their control.
· Les McGonigal and Terry Potterton are working on an Emergency Response Quick Reference Book for Senior Management that will address what to do in various emergency situations.

· Gary Gum, Cube Corp. was assigned the task of identifying the cause of the false fire alarms and investigating the feasibility of changing the fire panel from zone alarm identification to individual enunciator identification.

· During a recent electrical storm there was an apparent breakdown in the lightning notification process.  Terry Potterton was assigned to investigate.

Action Items from June: 

Marvin Bunting provided Dr. Spinak with information from the OSHA website that addresses medical requirements.  Dr. Spinak was not available to report on the progress of his investigation into emergency medical service needs at remote sites. NSROC, CSOC and Cube still need to provide Dr. Spinak with any background information available regarding remote sites.

In regards to the occupational assessment of ‘03’ campaign in Poker, Jim Deaton stated that someone with an Occupational Safety background needs to visit the site and do a thorough investigation.

Crane Accidents: Bill Hargrove

Bill presented several photographs of mobile crane accidents where the cranes turned over due to improper lifting and/or boom extension.  Bill stated that operators must consult the load charts for their specific crane and stay within their safety limits.

Incident Report: Ten contractor and one civil servant employee injuries were report for the month of June and one resulting in a lost time injury.  Mishaps/close calls for the month were not available in time for incorporation into the monthly report.  The incident rate double in June compared to the previous five months.  Noted were five musculoskeletal injuries.

NSTC Safety Training Available in July:

· Battery Safety – July 14-15
· Electrical Safety Standards – July 16-17
· Explosive Handlers one-day course was cancelled due to lack of participation.  Individuals needing explosives safety training are encouraged to attend the local course provided by NSROC.  The course is well done and provides information relevant to the materials handled on-site.
· Registrations are being accepted for Advanced System Safety Practices – August 25-29
New Business:

A handout was provided on heat stress.  The handout included a heat index chart, signs and symptoms of heat related disorders, treatment for heat related disorders, and preventative measures. A handout was provided that discussed cell phone use and filling ones gas tanks.  A cell phone provides enough electrical current to ignite the fumes given off during vehicle fueling operations. The question was raised as to the NASA forklift maintenance and certification program.  Bill Hargrove responded and stated that the time frame for phase in has come and gone.  Dr. Stanley Chan is gathering information to present to Goddard Management.  WFF has provided GB with the number and type of affected unites at our facility.  Currently the initiative is unfunded.

Jim Yungel stated that occupants of building N-159 have been notified of Hydrazine usage in and around the hanger and that emergency evacuation procedures should be implemented if the Hydrazine warning alarms sounds.
