MINUTES:

Dean Carroll, Vice Chairman Contractor Safety Council, chaired the meeting in Bill Hargrove’s absence.

NASA Employee Safety Committee Report:  Presented by Roger Mason

· Various government Code (i.e. 800,500) responses to the PEP survey were discussed

· The cafeteria has an upcoming health inspection

· Bill Hargrove representing the Contractors Safety Council gave a briefing from the Contractor Safety Council and gave a presentation on crane safety

· Accident prevention in the cafeteria was addressed by Sylvia Bell (WEMA)

Executive Safety Council Briefing: Bill Hargrove attended the Ex. Safety Council but was not present to provide a full debriefing.  

· Mike Vandeveer stated that a topic of discussion at the Executive meeting was Personal Protective Equipment (PPE).  The focus was providing government workers with PPE and providing a means to reimburse government employees. 

Action Items from June: 

Dr. Spinak stated that he is waiting for input from remote site users prior to evaluating emergency medical service needs at remote sites. NSROC, CSOC and Cube will provide Dr. Spinak with background information regarding remote sites.

Dean Carroll stated that he had preformed a Safety Assessment at the Poker Flats radar site for CSOC personnel.

Jim Deaton stated that remote sites should have a full Occupational Safety Assessment and that Occupational Safety should receive the same level of care as ground and range safety at remote sites.  It was decided that the issue of performing a Baseline Safety Survey at remote sites should be proposed by the Contractor Safety Council representative at the next Executive Safety Council meeting to get their input. 

Dwayne Rye stated that Project Managers go through extensive training but do not receive any input in regards to Occupational Safety.

Incident Report:  Three contractor and no civil servant employee injuries were report for the month of July.  No lost time injuries were report for the month.  One Mishaps/Close Call was reported for the month. The issue regarded the vapors generated in the D-1 hanger when a contractor applied a polyurethane based coating to the hanger floor. Several people on the north end, first floor portion of D-1 went home for the day due to the irritant nature of the vapors.

Eric Underhill, CSOC commended the CUBE facilities maintenance staff for their prompt response in correcting the outside lighting issue at building U-70.  The building had inadequate outdoor lighting and upon notification CUBE promptly corrected the problem. 

NSTC Safety Training 

· Machinery and Machine Guarding – September 9 – 11.
· The new 2004 NSTC training schedule should be out soon.  As soon as it is released everyone will be notified and the schedule will be posted on the 803 website.
New Business:

Marv Bunting announced that Robert Nock is taking over Terry Potterton’s position as the Institutional Safety Officer.  Terry will be working on Mission Assurance and will provide technical assistance to the 803 Institutional Safety Office as needed.

Dwayne Rye announce that Indiana University Pennsylvania (IUP) is offering Goddard and Wallops personnel with the opportunity to obtain a Master Degree in Safety by way of onsite VITS.  A representative from the University will be at Wallops sometime in September to describe the course and provide an open floor question and answer session.  The course is a 2½ year curriculum with classes held weekly and a one day per month visit to Greenbelt requirement.

An issue was brought up regarding lightning notification.  There appears to be a change in the policy/procedure for lightning notification and no one at the table was aware of the new procedure.  Marvin Bunting will look into locating the new lightning notification policy and procedure and will distribute the information to the Contractor Safety Council members as soon as possible.
