MINUTES:

Dean Carroll, Vice Chairman Contractor Safety Council, chaired the meeting in Bill Hargrove’s absence.

NASA Employee Safety Committee Report:  Presented by Roger Mason

· Stan Williams gave a presentation on Back and Lifting Safety

· The PEP survey status was discussed.  Closure of survey findings is scheduled for the end of September.

· D-1 Hanger issue was discussed.  Moisture accumulating on piping was dripping on the walkway and creating a slip/trip hazard.  Maintenance responded and the pipes were rewrapped and the problem was resolved.

· Members of the committee were tasked to look at their areas and identify any lifting safety issues.

Executive Safety Council Briefing: (presented by Dean Carroll and Roger Mason)

· FOM issues were discussed: A change that will be make to the program is two alternate FOM’s will be required per building to assist the head building FOM.  Both alternates will be residents in the building.

· Excessive overtime during projects was discussed as a result of the Close Call submitted regarding guards carrying weapons and working long shifts.

· Findings found during the Cafeteria health inspection were discussed

· The Columbia accident and NASA’s response was discussed at the meeting.  The need for a cultural change was addressed with personnel needing to change their outlook.  The personnel working the shuttle program were starting to look at the program as an operational process and should have been looking at it as R&D with more time spent in safety review and with little regard for time scheduling.

· The P-3 aircraft incident was also discussed.  On 8/25 the mission over the Antarctic was aborted due to engine problems – ice in the fuel system is suspected.

· Another close call was also discussed.  During excavation of PCB containing soils at the scrap yard to much soil was removed from around a tree and the tree fell over.  No injuries were reported.

Action Items:  The following action item is still outstanding. 

Dr. Spinak stated that he is waiting for input from remote site users prior to evaluating emergency medical service needs at remote sites. NSROC, CSOC and Cube will provide Dr. Spinak with background information regarding remote sites.

Dean Carroll stated that CSOC is in the middle of a possible contract change over and would not be able to provide Dr. Spinak with information until his schedule eases up.

The following action item is ongoing an is being discussed at the Executive Safety Council-

Jim Deaton stated that remote sites should have a full Occupational Safety Assessment and that Occupational Safety should receive the same level of care as ground and range safety at remote sites.  It was decided that the issue of performing a Baseline Safety Survey at remote sites should be proposed by the Contractor Safety Council representative at the next Executive Safety Council meeting to get their input. 

Incident Report:  eight contractor and one civil servant employee injuries were reported for the month of August.  No lost time injuries were report for the month.  Three Mishaps/Close Call was reported in August.
